Felbrigg Hall, Gardens and Estate - Dogs welcome on leads in
parkland when stock grazing, under close control in woodland. Parking
free to NT members or £3

Sheringham Park - Dogs welcome, but please keep dogs on leads

around the visitor facilities and where cattle are grazing. Parking free to
NT members or £5.50

Blickling Estate - Dogs welcome on leads in the park and Muddy
Boots cafe. Parking free to NT members or £5 (coins only)

Holkham Hall - Dogs are welcome but must be kept on a lead at all
times in the park, to avoid disturbing vulnerable wildlife. Only assistance
dogs are allowed in the hall. During warm weather please do not leave
your dog in your vehicle. Dog waste bins can be found at various
locations in the park. Park open daily Mar-Oct. Parking £3.

Bacton Woods - Bacton Woods (or Witton Woods as it is also known)
is over 113 hectares (280 acres). Dogs welcome. Open Daily. Parking free.

Holt Country Park - Open daily. Green Flag Award winner. 1 ¥ mile
way-marked trail. Dogs welcome. Parking £2

Beeston Common - Dogs are allowed but would owners please keep
them under close control and clear up after them. Dog owners should
also note that adders are present on the Commons and are generally
active between April and September. Layby nearby for free parking.

Pretty Corner - Walkers and dogs can enjoy the many trails available
through the woodland area surrounding the Tea Gardens. Free parking

Dog Restrictions on beaches
East Runton, Eccles-on-Sea, Sidestrand, Waxham, Weybourne,
Winterton are beaches without dog restrictions

Restrictions apply between the beginning of May and the end of
September on the following: Bacton, Cromer, Happisburgh,
Mundesley, Overstrand, Sea Palling, Sheringham, Walcott, West Runton,
Wells, Holkham.
